We just returned last week from a mission trip in Lakeshore, Mississippi in a
partnership with Zion Christian Academy. The junior and senior classes along
with some adults from ZCA and MBA went to be involved in the continuing
process of trying to help folks in the region affected by Hurricane Katrina. Yes,
after 4 /5 years, people with needs still abound down there.

We worked with one of our sister SBC churches, Lakeshore Baptist. In the time
since Katrina, they have built 138 homes; 30 of those from the ground up. They
did all this without rebuilding their own facilities though they had many
opportunities to do so. I really admired them for their sacrifice in trying to help
those around them before they chose to help themselves. Although we did help
one homeowner with some cleanup and sheetrock sanding, the primary focus of
our trip was to help Lakeshore Baptist. We shoveled a lot of dirt, burned rubbish,
painted, general clean up, etc.

At the end of the week, the kids wrote a song about their experience. It was funny
and quite clever but at the very end, the song ended with these words — “Thank
you for inspiring us”. I’ve since read many of the things the kids wrote about their
adventure. A similar sentiment was found in those writings. The kids were
touched by the need; thankful for their blessings, and inspired to help others when
they can. Our goal from the beginning was to model missions to the youth. Ina
nutshell, let’s just say mission accomplished!

Continuing with our missions theme...

Please spread the word and join us this March 25-27 as we help one of our
sister churches with some much needed remodeling and repair.
Williamsport Baptist has a number of projects they asked us to help them
with such as a new metal roof, sealing another leaky roof, building a room
for the babies, etc. Please call the MBA for more details and to let us know
if you plan on participating.

We’ll be doing construction and children’s
ministries like usual.

As I write this, the sun is brightly shining outside; something we’ve seen very little
of the past several months. It inspires me to go outside. Watching others
participate in missions inspires me to do the same.
